So
please read this e-mail carefully so that you have
all the information needed for this evening.

Door open: 7 p.m.

Start dancing test: 7:30 p.m. (Make sure that you
are present before 7:30 p.m. so that you are ready
to dance at 7:30 p.m.)

End: In between 11 and 11:30 p.m. the diploma’s
will be handed out. After that there is the ability to
dance until 0:30 a.m.

Clothing: No jeans! Wear something that is
danceable and in which you feel comfortable.

Supporters: Bring you friends and family to show
them what you have learnt this year. There are
more than enough seating places, so everyone is
welcome. There is also no entrance fee for visitors!

Address en Route: The dancing test will take
place in dancing centre Peter Dam in Capelle aan
den IJssel. The address is: Wormerhoek 1. There is
enough parking space, so you can easily come by
car. The dancing centre is also easily reachable by
public transportation. You just have to take the
metro to De Terp in Capelle aan den I|Jssel. As
from there you have the following possibilities:



Route to Peter Dam: by foot from metrostation De
Terp (approximately 10 minutes)

Leave the metro station and walk straightforward.
You pass the bicycle storage and you enter a big
parking place. On the left you see a maturity home
(De Rozenburcht). Pass the maturity home and
take left. Then walk straightforward. You see an
elementary school in front of you. Before the school
you see a statue of three horse heads. Take the
little bridge that’'s in front of it (to the right). After
bridge walk straightforward. You pass a
playground. At the end of the playground you take
a left. Walk until the end of the street and then take
a right. Walk straightforward and then cross the
street. Then take a left and walk until you see an
Audi-dealer on your right. There take a right. You
are now on ‘Wormerhoek’. The dancing centre is on
the left on number 1.

Route to Peter Dam: by bus from
metrostation De Terp

Take bus 31 (RET), direction Oostgaarde.
Stop at ‘Schermerhoek’, walk towards the
Audi-dealer. The dancing centre is right
behind it.

Take bus 383 (Conexxion), direction Den
Haag. Stop at ‘Schermerhoek’, walk
towards the Audi-dealer. The dancing
centre is right behind it.
